Lieutenant, 4th Australian Field Artillery Battery, 2nd Field Artillery Brigade, First Australian Imperial Force (FAIF) WW1, and died 29 May 1915, Killed in Action at Gallipoli, Dardanelles, Turkey. The Turks attacked and broke into Quinn's Post after exploding a mine close to the Australian front line. After heavy fighting, the enemy was driven out and the position restored.

Norman was the only son of James William and Kate Siddall. Phillis Siddall was the sister of Norman Siddall. Norman lived in the city of Elsternwick, Melbourne, Victoria, Australia. Norman was 23 when KIA and is buried at Beach Cemetery, Gallipoli Peninsula, Canakkale Province, Turkey.
He embarked with the 2nd Field Artillery Brigade, First Australian Imperial Force from Melbourne on 20 October 1914 aboard HMAT Shropshire (A9) for Egypt. The brigade landed at Gallipoli on 25 April 1915. Lt Siddall was seconded as a forward observing officer in support artillery and naval gunfire during the period 28 April to 5 May 1915 for which he was awarded a Special Mention in Divisional Orders for conspicuous gallantry and valuable service.
